Chapter Spring Fishing Trip to Tulpehocken Creek (M  ay 18- 20)

Located in Reading, PA, the "Tully" is one of the finest tailwater fisheries
in the East.

Tulpehocken Creek(known locally as the "Tully") is a tributary of the Schuylli&iver, approximately
24 mi (40 km) long, in southeastern Pennsylvania. An important transportaiienn the early United
States, the creek drains a limestone hill country area of Bedksity south of the Appalachian
Mountains and is considered one of the finest trout streams in sdathe@snnsylvania. The valley of
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the creek was known in colonial times as Tlhpehocken, stretching west of Reading. It was inhabited
by the Lenape and was a destination for early German-speaking sé&tiersame comes from a Lenape
word Tulpewikakj meaning "land of turtles." It is a designated Pennsylvania Scenic River.

In 1978, the Army Corps of Engineers constructed a dam on the Tulpehocletnti@re creating Blue
Marsh Lake. The dam is managed as a flood control projectsaaidd used to regulate salinity in the
Delaware River Estuary in summer months during low water pefltdsdam, which is bottom-release,
discharges cool and fertile water from depths of up to 50 feetgivas the Tully the cool shot of water
needed to make it a thriving cold-water resource and home to nunteyoeuiBrown and rainbow trout
between 12-14 inches are the norm in the Tully.

The Tully is also influenced by two tributaries, which help kdeplower stretches of the stream cool
even during the hottest summer months. Plum Creek enters thejusillyelow Rebers Bridge. This
provides a nice shot of cool water and for small stream enthyaasitsteresting diversion to the Tully
during certain times of the year or when the Tully is not fishdbke to high water. Cacoosing Creek
provides an even greater boost of cooling water, joining the Tully heajuhction of Tulpehocken
Road and Paper Mill Road. The Cacoosing adds a good volume of 55 to 60 watge® the Tully
and can also provide a fishing alternative if the Tully is running high.

Tulpehocken Creek is float stocked with 6,000 fingerling brown and 6,000 raittbatvevery fall.
These fingerlings grow quickly with trout averaging 8-10" by tpheng. Tully holdover brown and
rainbow trout average 13-16" inches with a few over 18" caught every year.

The Tulpehocken Creek is larger than most southeastern Pennsystt@aims with sections of the
stream exceeding 120 feet wide. Caddis are the staple dietilgftrout. A wide variety of Caddis
species will hatch in tremendous numbers that bring up even thstlémevns and rainbows. Blue
Winged Olives, Sulphurs, Light Cahills, Yellow Drakes, Cream Drakagnis and Tricos are the major
mayfly attractions on the stream with Sulphurs and Tricos proviti@gnost consistent activity. Some
stoneflies are present on the Tully and can present suprisingly good subfsiiageduring March and
April. Midges are always present on the stream and even offdlydrshing on sunny days throughout
the winter.

Most popular outfits for the Tully are 4 or 5 weight rods from & tfeet in length. In the summer
months when Trico activity is at its peak a more delicateeRjht comes into favor. Long leaders and
light tippets are almost always the rule. Leaders of 10 teétddre commonly used tapered to 6x, 7x,
and even 8x during the summer when micro aquatic life is the stafaardSome local regulars fish
leaders tapered to 8x, even with nymphs?! Climax FlouroCarbon tippet
material also adds additional advantage when fishing over the more

A deep
glide just below the first deflector provides outstanding holding muateere good numbers of larger
brown trout rise eagerly to caddis emergers and caddis adultsctioes two through six all provide
productive holding water for Tully trout.

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Simple Flies — Sucker Spawn and Little Black Stone Nymph
The trout start waking up a little in March following the serskstaging for spawning and chasing the
first hatch of the year — the Little Black Stones. Both these hatchesrhapga@rtunity for simple flies.

The simplest sucker spawn fly | use is simply some apricote@dIBill Skilton’s egg yarn tied around a
#14 wet fly hook. The classic sucker spawn fly uses eithergngkra yarn, or standard egg yarn in
any of the egg colors. Put a 12 or 14 heavy scud hook in your vise and tie in the yarnaaitwité tbe
smallest of tails sticking out the back. Now tie a bunch of loopgke yarn to each side of the hook to
the front and tie it off. Controlling the loop size is easisgmif slip your bobbin under the loosely tied
loop and either tighten or loosen it before tying the loop down tighteggrpattern is good all year, but
fishing them in early spring behind schooling suckers is a special time forpéutsens.

The first hatch of the year is the Little Black Stones.ew Will start appearing in January, but March is
typically when they get really hopping. Stoneflies hatch bwiing to the shore, shedding their skin,
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and heading into the bushes to mature. The biggest fish will be ooolteut for the moving nymphs.
My favorite Little Black Stone is a simple one. Start vdtkize 12 nymph hook and tie a short, sparse
black calf tail tail. Tie in some black wool yarn and wind adér body. Finish with a turn or two of
black hen hackle. This simple fly has been my early spring staple for years.

Remember that Sunday March 18, 2007 is the last day of Trout Seds$dn khowever, you can fish in
the TCAs and WTS streams where the season never closes.
