Trout in the Classroom News

Hacklebarney members delivered eggs to 6 schools in Meseylas part of the 103 school program this
year, serving over 40,000 students.

This is the third year that Bedwell Elementary hagigpated in Trout in the Classroom. Mr. James

McCarron, a teacher at Bedwell is very enthusiagtaua TIC and so are his students. Last year, the schoo

received three grants totaling $4,500 to start a new progaéed " Fly Tying in the Classroom.” Every 4th
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grade student (150 total) designed their own classic salntteripan paper followed by tying their design
in Art class.

Hareline Dubbin, Ing a fly tying manufacturer helped stretch the programi&moby making Bedwell a
commercial fly tier so that it could purchase tying mate at a considerable savings. Kids got the chance
to sketch patterns and then tie them, using mateda&sSilk Floss, Lady Amherst Feathers, Jungle Cock
and Golden Pheasant crest.

To further generate outside interest in his TIC projdict, even hosts a web “fishcam” so that his students
and others in his local community can monitor the prsgrand growth of his class' trout. Jim is doing
fantastic work teaching young kids about trout, fish biol@gygl conservation initiatives, and we look
forward to working with him again next year as he curgs to make TIC an important part of his school's
curriculum.

Fall Housatonic River Trip

On Oct. 16-18, seven HTU members got together at thedlBefaMountain Lodge to fish the Housatonic
River. Weather predictions for the weekend were din€, \@e arrived shortly after the area experienced
two back-to-back ‘nor-easterners.” Even though thepezature was in the ‘40s much of the weekend, most
of the bad weather seemed to pass around the vallepseQaently, we were able to fish the entire
weekend, and everyone caught fish, mostly nice browdsaafew rainbows. (Jeff Kurt even caught a
couple of smallies and a fall fish.) Trout were takingak blue-winged olives dries, and larger Isonychia,
both in nymph and dry fly patterns. There was alsoesagtion to be had with streamers. (Ask Peter
Kornacki about the rainbows that took his Mickey Finf®pod was plentiful, everyone filled-up on Kevin
Gabelmann’s delicious chili, and Bill Sjovall made sdhat all had a belly-full of warm oatmeal and
pancakes with blueberries in the morning before brathiegelements outdoors. In the evenings, there was
plenty of lively talk about the day’s fishing, but alserée debate over the relative merit of soccer and ca
(you had to be there).

River reports are not
maintained during the winter months, and you should cheeksflbefore you go. Anytime the Housy is
over 1,000 cfs, it's tougher to fish, 500-800 cfs is ideal.
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Conservation
State Council TU and Upcoming Dam Removals on the M usconetcong

TU is very excited to announce that we have reacheagesement with International Process Plants (IPP)
owner of the Hughesville Dam and joint owner with st@te (NJ Fish & Wildlife) of the Warren Glen Dam
to remove both dams. These removals are two dhatbest dams on the river and are the second and third
upstream from the confluence with the Delaware Riv@iis combined removal and river restoration
project will be the largest such project undertaken irsthge to date. Removal of the 37.5 foot tall Warren
Glen Dam will allow for public access into the Muskyr@®, perhaps the most beautiful and scenic area in
the whole watershed. Imagine Ken Lockwood Gorge witlvex twice as wide running through it, with
boulders one and a half times the size. Plunge podisatbavell over 6 feet are the norm except for the
current impoundment above the dam, which is full of sedlin@nd will be removed as part of the
restoration effort.
